Carpinteria’s economy is based on agriculture, tourism/
retail, light industry, and research & development. Nusil,
Lynda.com, Dako, and CKE Restaurants (Carl’s Jr.) are a
just few of the notable companies operating in the com-
munity.

Linden Avenue downtown provides a charming
pedestrian-friendly retail corridor with restaurants, cafes,
antiques and other shopping attractions.

The city hosts an annual Avocado Festival in the center
of town, drawing 100,000 people during the first week-
end of October.

Santa Barbara County is
the third largest avocado producer in North America,
with Carpinteria growing about 20 percent of the coun-
ty’s output. Also a major flower producer, blooms from
Carpinteria’s greenhouses and fields appear in wholesale
and retail outlets all over the U.S. and Canada.
